We use Putonghua as the
medium of instruction. The school aims to provide children with a relaxing
environment and foster an interest in learning.

The school provides a whole-person education which
Integrates Chinese and Western theories and combines
moral, intellectual, physical, communal, aesthetic
developments with knowledge, attitudes and skills.
Our teaching is based on activities which stimulate
children’s interest in learning.
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Curriculum Planning and Aims

Following the guidelines "'Guide to the Pre-primary Curriculum®™ from the
EDB, teachers' planning is child-centred. We employ the Integrated
Curriculum and the Picture Book Teaching Method to develop the children's
learning abilities. Each school day is interesting and full of various activities.
Native English teachers teach our English lessons. There is a 50-minute English
lesson for all grades , where they play games and read stories while integrating
the EDB curriculum into their lessons. The school provides an environment for
children to learn and use English naturally.
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Teachers’ Professional Qualifications :

Our teachers are qualified and registered with the EDB. They are well-trained
and have all the teaching skills required to teach to the high standards
expected of our kindergarten. The ratio of teachers to children is 1:12
( morning session), 1:8 ( afternoon session ).
